Deuteronomy 6:1-9

Participated in the hi-b.a (High School Born Againers) summer camp.

“and you shall teach them diligently to your children, and shall talk of them when you sit in your house, and when

you walk by the way, and when you lie down, and when you rise. ~ (Deuteronomy 6:7)

God addresses Israel as “you.” Teaching and instructing the children is not the sole responsibility of the parents but

is entrusted to the community.

" “Hear, O Israel: ---you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your
might. And these words which I command you this day shall be upon your heart; and you shall teach them

diligently to your children--- ‘(Deuteronomy 6:4-7)
God’s people were born in the wilderness. In the wilderness of this world, they were nourished by God’s word
(Deuteronomy 8:3), led to happiness (6:3), testified to the true God (4:5-8), and built and expanded the kingdom of
God.

“Let the children come to me...” (Mark 10:14)

Guide and nurture children by hearing God’s word, living God’s word, and teaching God’s word.

What should we teach? = (O God is the Creator, @ God is the Savior, 3 Teach the commandments and decrees

that we are commanded to keep (to love God and people).

Five words related to speaking the word of God

(D Kerusso: to proclaim
Jesus proclaimed to the crowds, the apostles proclaimed to the people, Paul proclaimed to the people. The
kingdom of God, Christ, the gospel.
With excitement, the voice naturally becomes louder.
@ Euangelizo: to bring good news
Used when announcing the victory of a war or the birth of a prince.
It tends to become a legalistic phrase like “must.” What the Lord brought was good news.
3 Didasko: To teach, to argue
Jesus and the apostles taught in the temple and in homes. It is an act of ensuring that the other person truly
receives the message.
By understanding the other person, listening to their thoughts and opinions, and speaking with patience in words

that resonate. First, one must understand oneself.



@ Parakaleo: to encourage, to comfort and encourage
’he-+ exhorted them, saying, “Save yourselves from this crooked generation.” *(Acts 2:40)
Another name for the Holy Spirit is Parakletos, meaning helper.
The Holy Spirit’s help is a gentle, supportive presence.
(® Martureo: to testify
This refers to the act of testifying in court.

We, who have received Christ’s salvation, are the greatest witnesses!

First, we must receive from the Lord, what the Lord gives us.
We must receive from the Lord, not build the Tower of Babel.
